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Jordanian professors have begun to deliver the accredited 6 courses starting from the
academic year 2014/2015. The table below shows the courses being taught at the different
Jordanian partner institutions, instructor, and the number of students enrolled and the
semester in which it is being offered. Two courses were offered in UoJ during the summer
courses, 4 courses were offered in 5 universities in the first semester of the academic year
2014/2015, and 4 courses will be offered in the second semester of the academic year
2014/2015. These courses will be offered indefinitely after the project’s lifetime. Material of
the various course were uploaded into the project’s intranet as well as into the VLE, showing
the pedagogical approach followed including lecture distribution, seminars, case studies,
group work, report writing, and independent research.
